OFFICIAL PROCEEDINGS

CITY OF MORGAN CITY

NOVEMBER 27, 2012

The Mayor and City Council of Morgan City, Louisiana, met at 6:00 pm (local time) in regular session, this date, in the City Court Building, Highway 182 East, Morgan City, Louisiana.


There were present:  Honorable Timothy Matte, Mayor; and Council Members Larry P. Bergeron, Ron Bias, Tim Hymel, Luke P. Manfre, and Louis J. Tamporello, Jr.

Absent:  None


Also present were Mrs. Lorrie C. Braus, Chief Administrative Officer and Mr. Gregory Aucoin, City Attorney.


The invocation was given by Reverend Marty Harden.


Mayor Matte congratulated Barry Dufrene and James Fontenot for being elected to the City Council and Mr. Hymel, Reverend Bias and Mr. Tamporello for being re-elected.  He thanked all of the candidates that ran for mayor and congratulated Lee Dragna and Boo Grizzaffi for making it to the runoff.  He pledged his full cooperation with whoever would be elected as well as the cooperation of his staff.


Representative Sam Jones addressed the Council on behalf of himself and Senator Bret Allain. He stated that Senator Allain had secured a million dollar allocation for Lake End Parkway Cabins.  He gave a brief overview of the projects that had been completed during the last few years and the funding for new projects that had been secured.  He thanked Mayor Matte for his service to the City from his first term as councilman to his fourth term as Mayor. He stated that he was a stable and predictable leader for the citizens of Morgan City and was a professional, ahead of the job at all times.  Representative Jones stated that Mayor Matte’s attention to detail and love of the City was evident, and he thanked him for his leadership and friendship.

Mayor Matte stated that the on the agenda this month there would be a reintroduction of the Zoning and Land Development Code.  He stated that he took out the provisions dealing with recreational vehicles and placed those provisions in a separate ordinance that would be introduced tonight.  He stated there would also be introductions of the transformer surcharge ordinance, which would be to place a breaker in front of the transformer; an issuance of refunding bonds ordinance; a repair material ordinance which would prohibit the use of plywood over windows; and the recreational vehicle ordinance that would prohibit the parking of recreational vehicles in districts R1-B and R1-D.  They would only be introductions and would not be available for adoption until the December meeting.

Mr. Harvey Hammonds asked Mayor Matte to clarify the area proposed for the prohibition on recreational vehicles.  Mayor Matte stated he proposed the area from Front Street to Federal Avenue, Railroad to Greenwood Street and Second Street to Terrebonne Street.  Mr. Hammonds stated that he felt that it was spot zoning and targeting and that if made a law, it should be made city wide.  He felt that it would be unfair.

Mr. Lee Dragna stated that a clause should be put in the ordinance regarding the boarded windows so that in times following a hurricane, residents would be allowed more than thirty days to repair it.

Mr. Jerry Boyles, a resident of Second Street, stated that he was in favor of the adoption of the prohibition of recreational vehicle parking.  He stated that the Second Street area was very nice looking area and should remain that way.

Mrs. Lauren Hebert, a resident of Federal Avenue, stated that she and her husband were in support of the prohibition of recreational vehicle parking in the area.

Mr. Ward Mensman stated that he lived in a nonresidential area of the City.  He stated that he felt the City was picking areas and that it would be a burden to residents to find a place to keep their boat.  

Mr. Pat Cloutier asked the Council if all non residential property would be affected.  Mayor Matte stated that if the property was in a commercial area, it would be affected.  Mr. Cloutier wanted to know what fourteen days meant. Mayor Matte stated that the wording was changed in the new proposed ordinance to state fourteen consecutive days as Mr. Cloutier had suggested.  Mr. Cloutier said he was very leery of the ZLDC and the map was not a correct map of the city.  He said the public needed more input into it before it should be adopted.  Mr. Lucien Cutrera advised that the maps may have some minor issues that needed to be addressed, but were ninety nine percent accurate.  Mr. Cloutier asked who decided which areas would be considered redevelopment areas.  Mayor Matte stated that the five city councilmen represented the public and they had input during the entire ZLDC process.  Mr. Cloutier questioned the status of the building located next door to his property on Front Street.  Mr. Anthony Governale, Planning & Zoning Director, stated that he had given Mr. Cloutier a copy of the entire file concerning the building.   
Ms. Gwen Luc asked who would enforce the fourteen day limit on the boarding up of windows.  Mayor Matte stated that the City had a nuisance abatement officer that would handle that process. 
Mrs. Lorrie Braus stated that Mrs. Shannon Hamer had emailed her to let the City know that she was in favor of the prohibition of recreational vehicles.  She stated that she received a lot of complaints from residential areas because recreational vehicles were parked in the street.
Mayor Matte stated that he had received an email from Ms. Shannon Bruni stating that she was in support of the prohibition of recreational vehicles parking in the downtown area.  He stated that the Planning & Zoning meeting would be held on December 11, 2012 at 6:00 pm to discuss the zoning matters.  He urged the public to be present at the meeting.

The minutes of the October 23, 2012 meeting were submitted.  There being no corrections, additions, or deletions, a motion to approve the minutes was made by Mr. Tamporello, seconded by Mr. Hymel, and voted unanimously in favor.

Comments related to summary of revenues and expenses compared to budget for the period ended October 31, 2012.


Attached is a summary that compares our actual revenues and expenses to our operational budget for our major funds subject to budgetary control for the period ending October 31, 2012.  The following comments are related thereto:

General and Ancillary Funds:  Actual total revenues exceed budget by $524,200.  Operating expenses are below budget by $44,400.  The net loss, after transfers, of $1,198,900 creates a favorable variance of $568,700.

Utility Fund:  Actual revenues are under budget by $2,108,800, with operational expenses also under budget by $2,246,300.  The net loss, after transfers, of $371,400 creates a favorable variance of $133,200.

Sanitation and Sewer Fund:  The operating revenues are $35,000 under budget, with total operating expenses under budget by $148,900.  The net income, after transfers, of $22,300 leaves a favorable variance of $121,800.

Mayor Matte stated that the City had received a request for the City to sell a portion

of the property in front of the Auditorium.  He stated that during discussions with his staff it was brought up that the original plan for the property was a boulevard type road from the highway to the auditorium.  He stated if that was still the plan, selling a portion of the property would not leave enough for the road.  Mr. Leon Kahn stated that his client said the building would be worth $1.2 million dollars when complete.  He stated his City taxes would be about $1,000 per year and he would be paying employees of the store about $120,000 a year.  He would not be able to do the building in that location if the City did not sell twenty five feet of the property. Mr. Tamporello asked if the buyer would consider purchasing all fifty feet of the property.  Mr. Kahn stated he would meet with his client and ask him.  Mayor Matte stated that the Council would have to declare the property surplus and put it out for bid.  He said they would have to decide if they still wanted a boulevard type entrance for the Auditorium and he was concerned about the proposed rezoning project and if the owner would build with three sided architecture.  Mr. Kahn stated that his client would build to whatever specifications the City wanted him to.  Mr. Manfre stated that in his conversations with the owner, he stated that he would build three sided architecture if that is what the City required.  Mr. Kahn stated he would get with his client and get the answers to the questions that the Council asked.
In the matter of the LEPA report, Mayor Matte stated that rates for the month of October and November were about 54 mills, a ten percent reduction from the same time last year.  
Mr. Lucien Cutrera with T. Baker Smith stated that a conference call with FEMA and the Parish took place this week.  He stated that they did meet with the Drainage District and they agreed to take an aggressive approach on the levee construction.  The St. Mary Levee District agreed to an accelerated two year time frame to get the work done.  He stated that FEMA was giving the City an extension and the Mayor was suggesting that the City take advantage of the extension.  Mayor Matte stated that he had asked Mr. Cutrera to prepare a scope of services to continue to be the consultants on the DFIRM appeal, whereupon,

Mr. Tamporello offered the following Resolution, who moved for its adoption.

A resolution recognizing the Owners' determination of the need for capital improvements to the Rodemacher No. 2 Power Plant at Boyce, Louisiana (the "Plant") and the intention of the Louisiana Energy and Power Authority to finance its portion of the cost of such improvements through the issuance of revenue bonds. 

WHEREAS, Cleco, Lafayette Public Power Authority ("LPPA") and Louisiana Energy and Power Authority ("LEPA") (cumulatively, the "Owners"), the owners of the Plant, have determined that it is necessary to construct and acquire capital improvements to the Plant in order to permit its continued operation at or near its present capacity; and 

WHEREAS, LEPA has determined that it will finance its portion of the cost of such improvements through the issuance of revenue bonds ("Bonds") secured by revenues received under the provisions of the power sales agreements ("PSAs") entered into, by and between LEPA and the municipalities of Alexandria, Houma, Morgan City, New Roads and Jonesville (the "Participant Citites"); and 

WHEREAS, the issuance of revenue bonds by LEPA will spread over several years the obligation of the Participant Cities to provide LEPA with the necessary monies to meet LEPA's obligation to meet its share of the costs of improvements to the Plant; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Morgan City, State of Louisiana (the "Governing Authority"), acting as the governing authority of the City of Morgan City, State of Louisiana (the "City"): 

SECTION 1. That this Governing Authority hereby recognizes: 

(i) the determination of the Owners of the necessity to construct and acquire capital improvements to the Plant in order to permit its continued operation at or near its present capacity. 

(ii) LEPA is obligated to pay a share of the cost of such improvements reflecting its twenty percent (20%) ownership of the Plant in accordance with the provisions of the Joint Operating Agreement by and between Cleco, LPPA and LEPA. 

(iii) The Participant Cities are obligated under the terms of the PSAs to provide the monies to LEPA to pay its share of the cost of the improvements to the Plant. 

(iv) LEPA has elected to issue its revenue bonds payable from the revenues received from the Participant Cities under the provisions of the PSAs in order to spread the Participant Cities' obligations over a several year period in order to permit a smaller payment in each of several years rather than a larger payment in each of a few years.

No semitrailer, tandem semitrailer, tandem truck or trailer shall travel over any of the public streets or thoroughfares in the city except those listed below designated as truck routes: 

(1)Avoca Road from its intersection with Railroad Avenue to its terminus at the Intercoastal Canal.

(2)Barrow Street from its intersection with First Street to its intersection with Fourth Street.

(3)Brashear Avenue from its intersection with Front Street to its intersection with Seventh Street.

(4)East Boulevard from its intersection with Louisiana Highway 182 to its intersection with

Railroad Avenue.
